Premier Division 1 and Reserves

Has been a bit of a mixed bag again over the past month. 
Both First and Reserve Grade teams have managed two wins, 
one draw and one loss in our past 4 games which leaves Firsts 
sitting in 6th position, but only 3 points off the first placed 
team in what is obviously a very tight league this year.  
Reserve grade remain in 2nd position on the ladder, but have 
now allowed Toowoomba to jump away to a 5 point lead 
which will be difficult to peg back as they are a well drilled 
side who are difficult to break down. 
Firsts put in two of our best attacking performances of the 
past few years when we disposed of Beenleigh and Pine Hills, 
but were unable to keep the momentum going against a good 
Lions outfit and a determined Toowoomba team.
