With 18 teams in 2010 (possibly 19 teams) UQSC is 
now officially the largest senior club in Brisbane and 
unofficially, Queensland.

Very exciting, but chaotic pre-season this year due 
to increased number of teams in competition (now 14) and 
early start to season proper.  We're due to play Round 6 
already this week-end! 
 Some movement in the coaching/management crew for this 
year's campaign.  Scott King (Scooter) has grown-up and 
moved away from Brisvegas to live with Natasha on the Gold 
Coast.  His efforts over past couple of seasons have been a 
great part of the squad's progress and a huge help to me 
personally.  He'll still be involved with the club by continuing 
his stellar playing career in the 'Old Boy's Metro Team'. 
Matt Hohn (Bookie) is continuing on as Manager.  He has 
become an invaluable asset in a short time frame and I really 
look forward to his continued enthusiasm and practicality.  
Things seem to happen so much more smoothly when he's 
around.  Every team needs a 'Bookie'! 
Julian Chan (Jules) has re-joined the Prem's Squad as Reserve 
Grade Coach after enjoying great success with the Metro 1 
Squad over the past few years.  It's great to have his energy 
and input, which I think will really help with player 
development this year. 
Ian McLean (Clammy) is also helping out this year 
as 'Technical and Tactical Advisor' to the top-squad.  A really 
good football brain and brilliant sounding board for me 
particularly.   
Steve Long (Schlong) is going around again as 'Keeper 
Coach'.  We're very lucky to have his input, and the 
development of the keeper's who have worked with him in 
recent years is plain for all to see.  Plus we get the benefit of 
his scathing wit! 
Elise Gane (hmmm - no nickname as yet!) is taking on the 
role as First Team Physio after covering the Reserve Grade 
Squad last year.  We also hope to be 'signing up' an another 
Physio in the next couple of weeks to take on the Reserves. 
This year we've also been able to obtain the services of Dane 
Barclay who is a Probationary Psychologist at UQ and will be 
working with the squad through-out the season to 'get our 
heads right'.  He'll obviously have his work cut-out for him!   
The great thing about all of the above is their 
individual passion and commitment for their own roles as well 
as possessing the great ability to work within the team 
environment.  Not to mention that I should now be able to sit 
back for the year with my feet up and just watch things 
happen. 
If you then combine that mix with the depth of playing talent 
we have at the club, it is a very positive starting point for this 
year's assault on the Premier Division 1 Title.  At one point in 
the pre-season I had a list of ~60 players who I was confident 
could play at a Premier Division 1 Reserve Grade standard at 
the very least.  It has been an extremely difficult process to 
slowly get that down to a the 30 or 32 that we usually start the 
season with, and to be honest I think there is still some fine-
tuning to be done.  This means that we should once again 
have some incredibly strong Metro squads in the club and that 

there are some really unlucky players who I hope will 
continue to plug away and put pressure on us to give 
them their opportunity once more.  In previous years we have 
used up to 45 players in the Prems squad over the course of 
the season.  With the somewhat transient nature of our club, 
as well as it being a World Cup Year and an extended season, 
I don't see how this year would be any different.  
There are as always a few sad departures though and it would 
be remiss of me not to mention the loss (for the next couple of 
season's at least) of one of the club's best ever servants in 
Will Somerville.  He is moving to Canada with his lovely 
wife Michelle and daughters Emilie and Ana.  We wish 
them all the best and hope to see them again soon.  Josh Kelly 
has also moved to Sydney for work and Nick Veltjens is away 
in Africa for ~ 6 months.  This sees a significant amount of 
talent and experience gone from our midfield, so this is one 
area where our depth will be significantly tested.    
So, now to the results so far!  After some variable 
and indifferent pre-season form we have managed (at the time 
of writing) to obtain 9 points out of a possible 9 for both 
squads from the three rounds we have played.  First Grade 
managed a 1-0 home win over Grange Thistle in Round 1 and 
an impressive 5-1 away win at Mitchelton in Round 2 and 
then 1-0 at home to Brisbane Force..  Reserve Grade gained a 
3-1 win over Grange, a 1-0 win at Mitchelton and 3-0 over the 
Force.  Round 3 has been rescheduled to the May Day week-
end due to field closures with the rain in recent times, and 
Round 4 was doused by fire ants at Slacks Creek!.
